Garment, Textile Exports Post 
3% Growth at $2.69B 
 

        The country’s garment 
and textile exports in 2004 ended 
up with a positive 3 percent 
growth rate exceeding a flat 
growth target for the year, 
preliminary figures showed. 

A report from the Garment 
and Textile Export Board (GTEB) 
showed that exports as of 
December 28, 2004 already reached 
$2.691B or 2.90 percent higher 
than the $2.615B figure 
registered in the same period in 
2003. 

GTEB Executive Director 
Serafin Juliano said an 
additional $30M worth of exports 
were expected in the remaining 
two days last year. 

If this materializes, this 
will translate in a 4.21 percent 
increase in exports for the year 
2004. 

The growth in exports defied 
a significant 13.71 percent 
decline in the month of December. 

Of the $2.691B exports as of 
December 28, 2004, the quota 
countries increased by 2.46 
percent or a total of $2.381B 
versus $2.324B in the same period 
in 2003. 
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
